UNPACKING 

Unpack the product and check for any damage incurred during 
transit. This should be reported to the responsible carrier, railway or 
postal authority, and a request for a damage report should be made.

GENERAL INSTALLATION

1.	Ensure that the unit is positioned on a level counter at least 		
	 150mm away from a wall or another appliance to allow for
	 sufficient ventilation of the unit and also reducing the potential 
	 of a fire hazard.

2.	Plug unit into an earthed 230V AC supply

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Plug appliance to mains outlet. Turn on rocker switch.

2. The illuminating lamp will burn continuously.

3. The unit will warm up to operating temperature in approximately 
    15 minutes.

4. Avoid piling cooked chips more than two layers on a chip dump - 
    Chips that are piled too high will steam themselves and go soggy 
    very quickly.

5. Keep hold time to a minimum - Keep regular chips under the chip 
    warmer for no more than 7 minutes.
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CLEANING

1. Always ensure that the unit is disconnected from the main 	  
    power supply before cleaning.

2. This unit should not be cleaned with a water jet or immersed 	
	 in water. Use only a damp cloth or sponge dipped in 		
	 soapy water.

3. Wipe off the unit with a dry cloth and wait at least a half 	
	 an hour before re-connecting to the main power outlet. 

CLEAN THE STAINLESS STEEL PARTS WITH WATER 
AND SOAP. AVOID THE USE OF DETERGENTS 
CONTAINING ABRASIVE SUBSTANCES. ALWAYS 
RINSE WELL AND DRY CAREFULLY AFTER
